VISION ZERO ACTION PLAN

The Vision Zero Action Plan (VZAP) for Upper Macungie Township represents the
culmination of planning work within the Township seeking to connect residents
safely with the destinations and amenities that make the Township one of the
fastest growing in Pennsylvania. The most basic charge of Township government
is to provide for the safety of its residents. With a “vision zero” mindset, the
commitment to eliminating deaths and serious injuries from traffic accidents

is the foremost goal of the plan. Another goal is providing safe pedestrian and
bicycling connections within the Township. Great parks, employment centers,
schools, and regional attractions are in some cases just a “stone’s throw” from
many residential communities. However, many possible connectivity facilities
are non-existent. Correcting lost opportunities that might have provided these
connections and setting the groundwork for connections to future growth areas
is a natural extension of the “vision zero” mindset.

While Upper Mac has always prioritized the safety of residents, the adoption of
the VZAP by the UMT Board of Supervisors in June of 2023 marks a renewed
emphasis on safety and equity in the transportation systems within the Township.
Inspired by the priority established in our recent Comprehensive Plan Update,
and with the help of a dedicated Steering Committee, the VZAP is presented as

a “blueprint” toward the goal of eliminating fatalities and serious injuries from
traffic crashes by the year 2032. In the process, we will improve the connectivity
of our community for pedestrians of all abilities, bicyclists, and all those residents
who rely on non-motorized access to reach their destinations. The VZAP lays out
suggested improvements which will be implemented over the next few decades,
the costs for which will be paid for through federal and state grants, as well as the
normal budgeting process of the Township utilizing available funds. No new direct
fees or taxes are proposed to complete these improvements.

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WHAT IS
Management EMERGENCY
MANAGEMENT?

Numerous definitions and explanations of what Emergency
Management is and how it is described can be found when
you look up the word. One defines Emergency Management
as the judicious planning, assignment, and coordination of all
available resources in an integrated program of PREVENTION,
MITIGATION, PREPAREDNESS, RESPONSE, AND RECOVERY
for emergencies of any kind, whether from man-made,
natural, or human-caused sources. | would define Emergency
Management in Upper Macungie Township as a team of
township employees, volunteers, and key members of our
community and beyond, that work to PREPARE, RESPOND,
RECOVER, and MITIGATE together to lessen the effects of
disasters and respond to emergencies within our Municipality.
As your Emergency Management Coordinator, Prevention and
Preparation are the 2 key components of my continual focus to
ensure the effects of emergencies in the Township are reduced
and less impactful to our residents and our businesses. The
ROAD MITIGATION phase involves our public works department
who are constantly ensuring our storm drains are cleaned
CLOSED adequately prior to storms, cleaning roadside stormwater
ditches, installing new pipes, and all methods of keeping our
roadways clear of stormwater runoff during severe flooding
events. Even though we spend countless hours trying to
prepare and mitigate the effects of flooding, we still have
areas of the township that, during major storms, have flooded
roadways. The National Weather Service has a campaign to




(UPPER MACUNGIE
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warn people of the dangers of flooded areas, TURN
AROUND DON'T DROWN. For additional information
visit Turn Around Don't Drown @ (weather.gov). |
remind you to never drive through flooded roadways.
You never know what the road conditions are below the
water. A mere 12 inches of rushing water can move your
vehicle. Always adhere to signs posted in commonly
known flood-prone areas, and never go around signs
indicating that the roadway is closed.

Emergency Management is the process of preparing for
and responding to all types of emergencies. Anything
from natural disasters such as hurricanes, human-
caused disasters, and chemical spills. Emergency
Management is most often thought of during natural
disasters such as hurricanes and other severe weather
events, but that is only one aspect of the involvement
in Emergency Management. As mentioned previously in
the article, we have many team members from Upper
Macungie Township staff and beyond. This includes

the Bureau of Fire, our volunteer Fire Departments,
Police, Public Works, Codes, Administration, CERT
(Community Emergency Response Team) as well as

our EMS provider. Many common emergencies occur
and involve the process of Emergency Management.
Examples of more common emergencies include fire,

We need
to work together as a team after a disruption of
normal day-to-day life to help each other get back
on our feet, to get our businesses fully operational,
and our residents back to enjoying our community.

ZONING:

A PLANNING TOOL

This is the second in a series of articles which are dedicated to the general topic of Community Development. This article covers the
planning tool that is Municipal Zoning. Keep an eye out in future editions of Upper Mac News for articles that will cover additional
topics such as the Comprehensive Plan, Official Map, Special Exceptions and Conditional Uses, and other land use topics.

Zoning is the means by which a municipality regulates the

use of land and structures and the extent and character of
development. Zoning, along with a subdivision and land
development ordinance, are two principal means to help achieve
planning objectives outlined in a comprehensive plan. Zoning

is an ordinance designed to protect public health, safety, and
welfare and to guide growth. In basic terms, it divides all land
within a municipality into districts and creates regulations

that apply generally to the municipality as a whole as well as
specifically within individual zoning districts.

When zoning was first utilized its primary purpose was to
prevent a property owner from using his or her property in
ways which were a nuisance or harmful to neighboring property
owners. Over the years, the scope of zoning has expanded,

and its technical provisions have been improved to better fit
communities, are more easily comprehended by the general
public, and deliver a more effective approach for achieving the
development that will benefit the community. Zoning does

not act as only a “negative” tool to keep certain land uses out
of a neighborhood, it is also a “positive” tool for encouraging
certain development. Modern zoning ordinances encourage
preservation of natural and historic features, including farmland
and agriculture, and promote innovative techniques such as
form-based zoning, conservation design, and flexible building
setbacks.

The power to adopt a zoning ordinance is granted to local
governments by the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning
Code (MPC), which also establishes the basic rules which
a municipality must follow to enact, amend, administer,
and enforce a zoning ordinance, as well as the authorized
purposes and regulatory content of the zoning ordinance.
Municipalities also are required to follow the body of law
established by the decisions of the courts when administering
matters under the MPC. The MPC requires that a zoning
ordinance be designed to achieve the following objectives,
among many others:

e promote, protect, and facilitate the public health, safety,
and general welfare;

e preserve prime agriculture and farmland considering
topography, soil type, and present use;

e provide for the use of land for all residential housing
encompassing all basic forms of both single and multi-
family dwellings;

e accommodate reasonable community growth, including
population and employment growth and opportunities for
development of a variety of residential and non-residential
uses.

Fundamental requirements of the MPC are that no part of any
municipality enacting a zoning ordinance may be left unzoned,
different districts may be created and different rules may apply
within these zoning districts, and the different districts created
must be delineated on a map and included as part of the zoning
ordinance. The regulations contained within a zoning ordinance
include:

e Use Regulations - Control the use of the land, for example,
residential, agricultural, commercial, and industrial uses.
This approach of segregated uses is traditional to zoning
and seeks to assure compatibility between land uses.

e Dimensional Regulations - Regulations establishing lot and
building sizes and density and intensity of use.

e Additional regulations - Zoning ordinances usually contain
additional regulations addressing use of land and buildings
and for parking and signs. These types of regulations are
used to promote public safety and enhance community
character objectives.

e Nonconforming Uses and Structures - When any zoning
ordinance is enacted or amended, lawfully existing
structures, lots, and uses of land may not comply with new
zoning regulations. These are known as nonconforming
uses, lots, or structures and the right of such nonconformity
to continue is constitutionally protected. Such
nonconformities may continue until abandoned.

The zoning ordinance is administered by a Zoning Officer, an
individual who is appointed by the governing body to apply the
provisions of the zoning ordinance. The governing body also
appoints a Zoning Hearing Board, a quasi-judicial body that
renders decisions on specific types of land use appeals and
applications. Look for a future article in this series outlining the
roles of the Zoning Office and Zoning Hearing Board in greater
detail.
